In attendance were representatives from the Sherriff’s Office, PSP, PEMA, and the
Washington/Greene Health Care System. Lieutenant Eric Grego who hosted the meeting solicited
our participation during the annual emergency training event scheduled for some time in
October/September of this year.

MAINTENANCE
1. The men’s work crew has placed mulch around the designated tree locations along High Street
following a day spent pulling weeds and picking up trash in preparation of rain day. They will
begin constructing the rain day stage next week along with some grounds keeping duties.

FINANCIAL REPORT
1. Fayette County still owes $3,150.00 for the month of June and currently owes $600.00 for the
month of July.
2. Deposits totaling $3,440.00 have been made with the Treasurer’s Office for June with $2,240.00
for work release and $1,200.00 for weekend fees.
3. The June assessed revenue report generated from the Greene County Central Booking Center
was $6,825.00.
