Received Correspondence:

e On June 29, the township received a check for $778,638.37 for Act 13 Impact fee
monies for 2021 drilling operations. This amount reflects an increase of $311,180
over last year, and is the largest amount of Act 13 revenue received by
Washington Township since the legislation was enacted in 2011. A budget for the
Impact Fee Fund will be prepared and presented for approval in August, 2022
per the Act 13 regulations.

e Pursuant to our letter requesting a contribution for the updating of some of the
playground equipment at the township park, we were advised last week of a
$5,000 contribution from CONSOL Cares. To date, we have received $10,000
($5,000 each from Consol and EQT) toward the project.
