C. Purchase of a Certificate of Deposit — Impact Fee Account

Pursuant the Impact fee spending plan, the township has a
retained (unreserved) balance of approximately $1,200,000.
Currently the balance is earning 2.3% in an interest-bearing

checking account.
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Recommended Action

Consider a motion to invest $1,200,000 of the
unreserved fund balance held in the Impact Fee Fund
account in a 1-year Certificate of Deposit (CD) at First
National Bank of Pennsylvania, at an annual rate of 3.23%,
with an approximate earned interest at maturity of
$38,760.01.

Operations, Buildings, Grounds & Highways

Approval of Payment to SPWA — East Dividing Ridge Road Waterline

Projects

The Supervisors have been in discussions for some time
with the water authority and with Amwell Township (Washington
County) regarding a waterline extension along a shared portion of
East Dividing Ridge Road, from its current terminus on Good Hill
Road to the intersection with Craynes Run Road, a distance of
2,400 feet, in order to begin planning for a future project to extend
the line down Craynes Run. Amwell in turn, would like to continue
the line out Dividing Ridge from Craynes Run for an approximate
distance of 2,000 feet for future use and planning. The water
authority has provided an invoice for the Good Hill to Craynes Run
portion for the necessary project material and engineering costs, in
anticipation of scheduling the work and also a second invoice for the
Craynes Run out Dividing Ridge portion. The project will be a joint
effort between the SPWA, Amwell Township, and Washington
Township, with costs being evenly split between the two townships.
Both townships will be responsible for backfilling, and property
restoration.

Recommended Action

Consider a motion to approve the invoice in the
amount of $42,144.87 received from Southwestern PA
Water Authority which reflects half the cost for the
materials, permits and engineering for a 2,400-foot
waterline extension along a shared portion of East Dividing
Ridge Road, from its current terminus on Good Hill Road to
the intersection of Craynes Run Road. along East Dividing
Ridge Road.

Further, consider a motion to approve the invoice in
the amount of $33,306.37 received from SPWA which
reflects half the cost for the materials, permits and
engineering for a 2,000-foot waterline extension along a
shared portion of East Dividing Ridge Road, from the
intersection of Craynes Run Road and continuing along
East Dividing Ridge Road.

Finally, the total cost of the project is $150.902.46. The
projects will be a joint effort between the SPWA, Amwell
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3.

Township, and Washington Township, and the project costs
are being evenly split between the two townships. Both
townships will be responsible for backfilling, and property
restoration along the waterline excavation. The Washington
Township invoices will be paid from the Impact Fee fund.

Purchase of Advantage Structure Addition Kit

Pursuant to earlier discussions regarding the need to enlarge
the size of the canvas covered building that was purchased in 2019,
Log Cabin Fence Company, from whom the original structure was
purchased, was contacted and asked for a quote for a 50’ x 30’
extension kit for the township’s existing building.

Recommended Action

Consider a motion to approve the quote received from
Log Cabin Fence Company in the amount of $21,550 for the
purchase and installation of a 50’ x 30’ Advantage Structure
addition kit, including the necessary 8” x 8” x 12’ foundation
posts, to enlarge the existing Advantage Structure to an
overall size of 50’ x 70’. The invoice will be paid from the
Impact Fee fund.

Engineering Services Contract Proposal

As required by the grant award from DCNR for the ADA
improvements and the widening of the walking trail at the park, a
proposal was requested from township’s planning engineering firm,
Mackin Engineering, for the design, contract documents, bidding
and construction administration phases of the project.

Recommended Action

Consider a motion to approve the proposed agreement,
pending final review by the Solicitor, between the Township
and Mackin Engineering to provide engineering services to the
township for the upcoming community park improvement
project, pursuant to the DCNR grant requirements. The
proposal is as follows:

Site review and verification of field measurements,
production of construction plans, details, technical
specifications, the completion of the construction
documents for public bid, responses to RFI’s, complete bid
review, recommendations for bid award(s), 18 hours of
construction observation, and final punch list review at
completion.

Total Professional Fee, Not to Exceed $15,500

Recommended Action

Consider a motion to adopt the following Resolution
(#3-2022):

BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors of
Washington Township, Greene County, Pennsylvania,
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, hereby directs the
township tax collector to implement provisions of Act 57
of 2022, which allows taxpayers who fail to receive a tax
notice during the first year of occupancy to apply for and
receive a waiver and penalties from the township tax
collector.
