Received Correspondence:

o Received the 2023 Certified Summary Tax Assessment roll from the County
Assessment Office showing a total taxable assessment of $49,409,333 in the
township. This is an increase of $681,050 in tax assessment from 2022 due
mainly to the changing of coal owned by Consol, PA from Reserve status to
Active. The change equates to an increase in tax revenue of approximately
$2,500.

o We received a Monitoring Review Report (audit) conducted by the Department of
Transportation Financial Services Division of the Liquid Fuels Fund for 2021. The
report indicated that no areas of concern were noted and that the township is in
complete compliance with the Liquid Fuels Fund rules and regulations.

e Pursuant to our letter requesting a contribution for the updating of some of the
playground equipment at the township park, we recently received a check for
$5,000 from Iron Senergy. To date, we have received $15,000 ($5,000 each from
EQT, Consol and Iron Synergy) toward the project.

Adoption of Resolution #7 of 2022 — Tax Levies for 2023

Mitcheltree Brothers Logging & Lumber Escrow Fund Status

Prior to the start of timbering operations, Mitcheltree Brothers
Logging & Lumber, pursuant to Resolution #4 of 2021, placed
$3,000 in an escrow account to be used to pay for any expenses for
damages caused by a logging company performing timbering
operations in the township. Pisgah Ridge Road was damaged and
Mitcheltree has agreed to pay for said repairs from the funds being
held, leaving a zero balance in escrow. As required by the
Resolution, the Board of Supervisors will vote, at a public meeting,
on the amount to be returned to the operator from the special
account.

Recommended Action

Pursuant to Resolution #4 of 2021, consider a
motion to acknowledge the use of the $3,000 previously
placed in escrow by Mitcheltree Brothers Logging &
Lumber, to pay for damage done to Pisgah Ridge Road
during recent timbering operations, leaving a zero balance
in said escrow account, thus no amount is being returned.
