¢ The township Auditors have completed the Annual Audit and Financial Report for
year ended December 31, 2022. The Board of Auditors gave their report at a
public meeting held at 6:00 pm, Tuesday, March 7, 2023. The written report is
available for review in the township office during regular business hours.

e On March 1% the township received its actual Liquid Fuels allocation for 2023, in
the amount of $130,622.23. The 2023 estimate received last September was
$128,042.04. The majority of our Liquid Fuels monies is used for winter
maintenance supplies and tar and chipping of township roads.
